Each season we ask every parent to lend a hand a 

few times with small jobs to help the program run 

smoothly. The OBSL recreation soccer requires one 

family member to do 5hours of work at the field or 

pay $100.00 extra.  J4K is very aware of how little 

free time  most  of our families have, so we only ask 

you to do a small  job a few times while your child is 

playing.

In return, please do your part by 

completing your work bond. No job is too small.   

Your child will need soccer cleats and shin guards 

for this season.  Shin guards are mandatory in the 

Old Bridge Soccer League. No child can play 

without them. Shin guards can be found at any 

sporting goods store, or your local Wal-Mart, 

Kmart or Target. The shin guards go under the 

soccer socks which are provided by the league.    

  You can also find soccer socks with the shin 

guards built in at any of those stores. Sometimes 

You can help a fellow J4K player save money on 

purchasing new cleats.  We have over 15 pairs of 

cleats donated each season in a variety of children 

sizes from 10 ½ to 3. So before you purchase 

cleats, check out what we have in our cleat box.

We will provide you with a light blue soccer shirt, black 

shorts and black soccer socks.  Please write your 

child’s name on the shirt in permanent black marker.
